1. introduction:
             introduction by each student. (scored as a team)
           
2. song (scored as a team)

3. Vocabulary verb speed round: (scored as a team)
 teams will be given a verb either in English or Lakota/Dakota by the moderator. The verbs will be in 1st, 2nd or 3rd person form. The first team to buzz in and answer correctly wins the point (if an incorrect answer is given the opposing team will not be given the chance to answer. The moderator will move on to the next word)
scoring: the first team to score 5 wins.

4. Command activity (scored as a team)
The two possible command activities will be placed in a hat/container. 
The moderator will draw from the hat/container a team name and then the activity that will be used by that team. The opposing team will perform the 2nd activity.

















command activity #1

(perform physical commands)
How it will work
The team that was chosen from the hat/container, will line up where told.
The moderator will ask each participant to perform a physical command.

Example:
Moderator:
Máni ye/yo = walk
íyaŋka ye/yo = run
Íyotaka ye/yo = sit
Psíca ye/yo = jump
Ištógmuza ye/yo = close your eyes.
Napé Glaskápa ye/yo = clap your hands


Each participant will have to perform one of the commands

The moderator will then select one student, and they will give the commands to each team member.
























command activity #2
(are you hungry/thirsty?)

Moderator will have food and drink items on a table. (see list below of props that will be used)
The team will line up and the moderator will ask each participant if they are hungry or thirsty?

Example: 
Moderator: Loyáciŋ he? /Hwo? = are you hungry?
Or 
ínipuza he/hwo? = are you thirsty?

The moderator will tell them to get either a drink or a food item based on their answer.
Students must walk up to table and hold the object the moderator said.

Example:
Moderator: Loyáciŋ he? / Hwo? = are you hungry?

Student: Han, lowáciŋ. = yes, I’m hungry

Moderator: Blo kiŋ icú we/wo = go get the potato.

Or 

Moderator: ínipuza he/hwo? = are you thirsty?

Student: Haŋ, ímapuze. = yes, I’m thirsty

Moderator: Mní kin icú we/wo = get the water




Verbs to know

Loyáciŋ = your hungry		             ínipuza = your thirsty
Lowáciŋ = I’m hungry			ímapuze = I’m thirsty

Icú = get/take we/wo = female/male singular command.
