1. introduction:
             introduction by each student. (scored as group)
           
2. song (scored as group)

3. Vocabulary verb speed round:
 teams will be given a verb either in English or Lakota/Dakota by the moderator. The verbs will be in 1st, 2nd or 3rd person form. The first team to buzz in and answer correctly wins the point (if an incorrect answer is given the opposing team will not be given the chance to answer. The moderator will move on to the next word)
scoring: the first team to score 10 wins.

4. Command activity (scored as group)


The two possible command activities will be placed in a container/hat. 
The moderator will draw from the container/hat on which team and activity will go first.
The opposing team will perform the 2nd activity.















Command activity #1
“go stand beside, behind, in front of certain object”

commands activity: the moderator will give a command to each member of a team. Participants must perform the command given. 

Example: a chair and table will be used during this activity.
Moderator: will select a student and tell them one of the following.
1. Oákaŋke kiŋ Isákib Inájiŋ ye/yo. (stand beside the chair)
2. Wáglotapi kiŋ oȟláte Íyotaka ye/yo. (sit under the table)
3. Oákaŋke kiŋ ilázata Inájiŋ ye/yo. (stand behind the chair)
4. Wáglotapi kiŋ Itókab Íyotaka ye/yo. (Sit in front of the table)
5. Oákaŋke kiŋ ilázata kúl ȟpáya ye/yo. (lay down behind the chair)


The moderator will ask the student who performed the command.
Tuktél ináyajiŋ he? /Hwo? = where did you stand?

Student responds with the 1st person verb.
Oákaŋke kin Isákib ináwajiŋ = I stood beside the chair.
Wáglotapi kiŋ oȟláte Íblotake = I sat under the table.
Oákaŋke kiŋ ilázata waȟpáye = I layed behind the table.


The moderator will ask a different student:
For example, if a student named frank was told to go stand beside the chair. And the moderator called upon a different student named Janet and asked her where frank went and stood.
Example:
Moderator speaking to Janet:
 Janet, (frank)) tuktél Inájiŋ he? = Janet, where did frank go and stand?

(Janet) Student: 
Frank, Oákaŋke kiŋ Isákib Inájiŋ = Frank, went and stood beside the chair

Students should prepare by learning the words for table and chair and the verbs, sit, stand, lay

Verbs

Inájiŋ = he/she stands		ȟpáye = he/she lays down

Ináyajiŋ = you stand		yaȟpáye = you lay down

íyotaka = he/she sits
íblotake = I sit
ílotake = you sit



































2ndcommand activity
“Give a certain animal food or water”

The moderator will select a student to give food and water to a certain animal.


Animal props will be arraigned on a table.
(we provide the props)

Animals
šúŋka = dog 		igmú = cat.        šuŋǧíla = fox
Pahíŋ = porcupine	maštíŋcala = rabbit	cápa = beaver

2 bowls labeled water and food (mní na wóyute)

(activity)
The moderator will select a student and ask them to either give food and water to a specific animal or animals.

Example:
Moderator: šúŋka kiŋ mní k’ú we/wo. = give the dog some water

Student will perform the task and return to their seats

Moderator will then ask the student
Moderator: šúŋka kiŋ táku yak’ú he? /Hwo? = what did you give the dog?

Student: šúŋka kiŋ mní wak’ú. = I gave the dog some water.

The moderator will then ask a different student:
For example, if a student named frank was told to give the dog some water. And the moderator called upon a different student named Janet and asked her “what frank gave the dog”?

Moderator speaking to Janet:
Janet (Frank) šúŋka kiŋ táku k’ú he? /Hwo? = what did (frank) give the dog?

(Janet) Student: 
(Frank) šúŋka kiŋ mní k’ú = (frank) gave the dog some water.
